Knievel told authorities the
rubber boat in which the tour
were floating on the Madison
River near Ennls capsized af-
ter running inlo a log which
had fallen across the river,

rushed Boy Te Safely
He said Bork, 63, was swept

to his death an instant after
pushing one of the youngsters
(o safety on the log.

The four were on a duck-
hunting trip, authorities said.

Knievel said he and the two
youngsters spent most of the
day on Ore island yelling for
help. But when none came,
and realizing that darkness
would soon \K approaching,
Knievel said he decided to go
for help and waded ashore.
